Facts on Early Recovery
Early Recovery efforts focus on “building back better-- ” laying the foundation for long term recovery that ensures that people’s lives are better than before the conflict and that chances of relapse are eliminated.

The Government and the humanitarian community are working together to support affected populations achieve durable recovery.  

A joint programme has been formulated for Buner in which UNDP, UNICEF, FAO and UNHABITAT, WFP, UNIDO and WHO are involved. The activities under this programme will presently focus on Sultan Was in Buner with population of approx 3500 and in dire need of critical assistance. It could later be extended to other parts of Malakand district.

In collaboration with the Provincial Government, Conflict Early Recovery Initial Needs Assessment (CERINA) is underway which will survey the needs of affected populations in Mardan, Swat, Swabi, Bajour and Buner - including returnees and those populations who have remained there throughout the conflict. This assessment will be concluded by the end of July and its report expected in early August. This assessment will help formulate evidence-based interventions more comprehensive across all sectors and will provide more details on the needs already expressed in the government’s early recovery plan.
